SMOKE DETECTOR PROJECT

In memory of Patrick and Tyler

On Friday, January 22, 2010, firefighters in Clinton, lowa, responded to a house fire in
their community. It was a small fire, but the heat and smoke were powerful enough to take
the lives of four people, including two brothers, Tyler Wade, 6, and Patrick Molitor, 3,
and their mother and grandmother. Though the exact cause of the fire will likely never
be determined, there is one thing investigators know: they never received the critical
warning they needed to escape the home fire. The smoke detector on the second
floor of the house was not working because the batteries had been removed.

As the 100 year anniversary of the Office of the State Fire Marshal approaches, it is
the goal of the fire service to check for and install at least two working smoke detectors in
100% of the homes of Pre-K and elementary age students in the State of lowa. Teams
trained by the State Fire Marshal’s Office will come to each home and install or replace
your current smoke detectors with dual sensor smoke detectors, This “100 Years,
100 Percent” Smoke Detector Project is supported by donations and there is

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Fire Prevention Facts

You need to have at least one smoke detector on every level of your residence.
Effective April 1, 2010 all new residential buildings need to be equipped with dual
sensor smoke detectors. This also applies to existing smoke detectors that need
to be replaced.

Smoke detectors need to be replaced every 10 years! This also applies to smoke
detectors that are hard-wired.

Develop and practice a home fire escape plan with everyone in your residence.

Keep combustible materials at least 3 feet away from ignition sources such as a
stove, water heater, or fireplace.

Install a carbon monoxide (CO) detector near the sleeping rooms in your residence.
Follow the manufacturers recommendations for replacing CO detectors.

Fire extinguishers in the home should be rated for Class ABC fires.
Looking at building a new home? Install a residential fire sprinkler system. They are
affordable, reliable, and provide the most effective home fire protection in conjunction

with smoke detectors.
